Pres. Lewis called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.

She is a student at
Ida Burns Elementary School and is a member of the Central Arkansas Children’s Choir
and the Junior Girl Scouts. Rachel led the Board and the audience in the Pledge of
Allegiance. Mrs. Holli Ireland attended the meeting with her daughter.

Approval of Consent Agenda

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Superintendent’s Report

Principals Betty Ford and Mark Lewis reported their schools had been recognized as part
of the 2009 Just for the Kids Campaign for Higher Performing Schools in Arkansas.
Ellen Smith Elementary is higher performing in literacy and Jim Stone Elementary is
higher performing in mathematics and literacy. The Just for the Kids campaign is
sponsored by the National Center for Educational Achievement (NCEA). The award
event was held at the William J. Clinton Presidential Center in Little Rock January 27.
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Governor Beebe and Commissioner of Education Dr. Tom Kimbrell presented the
awards. Mrs. Ford is principal of Ellen Smith Elementary School and Mr. Lewis is
principal of Jim Stone Elementary School.

The Board heard a report from Sup’t. Murry about the legislative session. The session is
primarily a budget session concerned with the appropriation of money. Due to the
Lakeview litigation, schools will not have any significant budget cuts. Lottery
scholarships will be based on a student scoring at least 19 on the ACT or a GPA of 2.5.
The scholarships are available for all students attending an Arkansas public or private
school.

Pres. Lewis called for a motion to approve the Athletic and Spirit Group Handbook as
amended. Mr. Barger so moved; Mr. Lamey seconded; motion passed unanimously.

Section 4, Student Policies for Review

Dr. Bradshaw presented revised policies 4.1, 4.2, 4.3, 4.7, 4.13, 4.18, 4.22, 4.29, 4.41,
4.45, 4.50, and form 4.41F for rescission. The Board will study the policies and vote at
the March meeting.

Dianne Allen reviewed the job description for the principals. The Board was asked to
study the proposed job description and vote at the March meeting.

2010-2011 School Calendar

Pres. Lewis called for a motion to approve the calendar for the 2010-2011 school year as
presented by the administration. Mr. Lamey so moved; Mrs. McNabb seconded; Motion
passed unanimously. Calendar option 3 was selected by a vote of 84% of the certified
staff and 79% of the classified staff.
